Very clear legal opinions exist
which confirm that if this
district were formed under
KRS 220, they would indeed
have the authority to levy
taxes.



This could mean an

additional new tax burden of
up to $900 for a family living
in a $200,000 home in Oldham
County. In total, over $23
million dollars in new taxes
could be levied across
Oldham County.
